TR8                       Assessment Portfolio


As students read their novels in class and out of class, they need to compile evidence that they know how to apply the strategies and skills they have learned during this novel.  Decide if you are going to have students work on an electronic portfolio or a traditional portfolio.  You may want to have all of your students create a portfolio, including the students who are not working with this novel.  Invite parents and other staff members to sit with students as they share their portfolios.  When you introduce the portfolio project, make sure that students know this is not a work folder.  They have to provide evidence that convinces you they know how to apply what they have learned.  They need to show work and reflect on what they learned and why it has helped them improve as a reader.  As students learn new skills, remind them that this is something they could include in their portfolios.  Create a rubric with students, so they know what the expectations are.  Model exemplary work and reflections on the work.  Students could include: organizers, stance questions, and response log entries.  Students who create digital portfolios could also include audio and video, as well as scan hard copies of work.


If you would like students to create digital portfolios, you need to decide what software program to use.  A couple of possibilities are Hyperstudio and Power Point.  To view a student's electronic portfolio made with Hyperstudio, go to http://www.essdack.org/port/how.html
Ask your school's lab technician and media specialist for help, in advance.  Your lab tech may be able to make a template for student portfolios and that would be your students' computer lab work for several weeks.
