Five
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Students will use technology to gather data dealing with the Amish Culture to enhance their prior knowledge.


Students will examine and preview the novel to make predictions about the story’s characters and plot. 
Students will review the characteristics of Realistic Fiction by giving examples from the text.
Students will expand vocabulary by using knowledge of word parts such as prefixes, suffixes, root words, and context clues.
Students will develop a technique for answering stance questions.
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· Hand out the student page TM 1 

· Complete the page using prior knowledge and educated guesses

· Discuss and share the sheet (Do not give the class the correct answer)   
· Brainstorm and chart what the class knows about families. 

· Preview the cover.  Read the summary on the back 

· Use a KWL chart to record ideas  (Refer to chart during reading)
· Discuss and explain the characteristics of realistic fiction (TM 3)

· Read the Prologue together/ write examples of characteristics in first column 

· Model the journal entry together using the Prologue (ex. I went on the bus)
· Ask students how they find unknown vocabulary words?

· Introduce prefixes, suffixes, and root words (TR 2)

· Define Papa’s Amish words using context clues 

· Keep a list of unknown words as the class reads


· Review the parts of RARE 

· Use TR 3 to model answering a stance using RARE

· Answer a stance question together, as a group, using RARE
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· Use the Internet to check  answers
