Reciprocal Teaching Strategies

Text should be broken down into manageable chunks for silent reading.  In one model, each student chooses a particular strategy to model for the group for a given chunk of text.  Another option has one student model all four strategies for the group, and for the next chunk, another student gets to role play the “teacher”.  Teacher modeling is essential!!!!

Before reading:

Predict:  Students use story clues and their own knowledge to make predictions as to where the text is going.

During reading:

Clarify:  Students revisit the text to reread and check for understanding.  Students can clarify and idea, a word meaning, or how to decode a word.  They then relate to group members how they were able to build their understanding of the concept.

After reading:

Question:  Have students develop questions based on their reading.  Train students to focus in what they need to know for understanding and create questions based on that.  Encourage students to create higher order interpretive and inferential questions.  Students then ask the question of the other members.  They must be prepared with an answer, and be able to cite the text.  

Summarize:  Have students choose the most relevant information for a given chunk of text.
