Writing Prompt

Cliff writes at the end of chapter one, “…this past year has been like nothing I’d ever though possible…With plenty of stuff I want to remember forever.  And stuff I wish I could forget.  I only know one way to start telling about a year like this, take a deep breath, begin at the beginning and push right on through until the end.”


Cliff has written a personal narrative, retelling important events in his life.  The events he relates have changed him, and he is not the same person at the end of the book as he was in the beginning.  Our experiences change us, help us grow, and mold us into the person we will become, they “build character”.  No one experiences the same event in the same exact way.  Just like if another character besides Cliff had written this story, it would be a different book.  That is why our point of view is unique – no one can tell a story the same way we can.  This makes our stories special and worthy of retelling.  

Think of an important event in your life.  This should be an experience that changed you in some way.  It should reflect a lesson that you have learned about life.  Use items from your artifact box to help you choose an event.  Write a personal narrative to inform your classmates of this event.  Use the story schema graphic organizer to help you form your story.  Use PQP to help you revise with a partner and CUPS to edit.  Publish your piece as a Story Weaver document to be shared with the class.

3 – You have written a personal narrative which demonstrates a lesson you have learned in your life.  You have followed all steps of the writing process and your finished piece is published on Storyweaver.  Spelling and punctuation are accurate.

2 – You have written a personal narrative retelling an event in your life.  There may be a moral or lesson.  There may be missing elements to your writing process, technology, or grammar.

1 – You are missing some important elements in your story.  Your grammar and spelling make the story difficult to understand, and you need more practice with technology.  Please see me!
