Stance/Discussion Questions

Chapter 1:

· What do good readers do when they read?

· How do authors help us get to know characters in their writing?

· Who is telling this story?  How do you know?

· How is Ginger Brown like us?

Chapter 2:

· In this chapter, you are introduced to Ronald’s character.  What character traits does he display?  Support your response with specific examples from the text.

· Describe an experience you have had that was similar to either Ronald or Ginger.

Chapter 3:

· Illustrate the “fort” scene described on page 22 and 23.  Be sure to refer back to the words used by the author to describe it.  Use a caption for your illustration.

· How has Ronald changed Ginger’s summer?

· Why do you think Ronald reacted to Papa Brown the way he does?  Would you have handled it the same or differently? Explain your thinking.

Chapter 4:

· Papa Brown decides to tell Ginger about the fight between he and Mr. Evans.  Would you have chosen to do the same? Explain your ideas.

· Describe a time when you had an experience similar to that of Papa Brown and Mr. Evans.

Chapter 5: 

· In this chapter, Ronald and Ginger have very different feelings about the feather. Which character do you agree with? Explain your reasoning. Use information from your personal experience to support your explanation.

· Based on what you have read, what might be the reason the author wrote this story?  Describe the authors mood while writing up to this point.

Chapter 6:

· Were you able to predict what happened in this chapter?  Explain why or why not by referring to the events and/or characters in the story.

· Put yourself in the shoes of Papa Brown and/or Mr. Evans.  Would you have chosen to do the same or something different?  Explain.

Chapter 7:

· The Browns and Mr. Evans decide to go fishing together to bring the friendship together.  Choose an activity that you might use to patch up a friendship.  Explain.

Chapter 8:

· Do you think Mama Brown was hoping that Mr. Evans and Papa Brown would become friends all along?  Why or why not?

· Predict what might happen next summer with Ronald and Ginger.

· They are both a year older and may have other friends.

· Describe the lessons that both Ginger and Ronald learned over the entire book.  Will this help each of them to become a better person?  Why or why not?
