· What have you done that has been difficult or challenging?

· Describe activities that would be obstacles, or challenging, for Hannah.

11-27
The teacher spends time with Hannah and her family. She hears her first story from Hannah’s. 
Both Hannah and the teacher are touring the farm for the first time!
· Why do you think Hannah’s family never showed her around the farm? 

· How can you learn about something if you can’t see it?

· What strengths does Hannah have?

· What does the author, Gloria Whelan, do to make you think Hannah will or won’t get to go to school?

Hannah’s first day of school – getting mad and lost


28-38

Carl a boy from school makes fun of Hannah’s clothes and hair. She tries to run to safety but gets lost in the woods.
(bring in empathy outcome)

Hannah throws a book at him – hitting him squarely.
· How would you define an obstacle? A challenge? (view obstacle course in the gym) 

· Do you think Carl has obstacles in his life? What?

· What did you notice about Hannah’s reaction to being made fun of?

· Do you think Hannah’s mom will let her go back to school? 

· Will Hannah want to go back to school? 

Hannah shines
39-55
Sporting new clothes and clean hair, Hannah timidly returns to school.  
(hot spot places where events happen that make her feel better)


· What makes a person feel accepted? 

· What strengths does Hannah have

(Hannah uses her strength of a great listening memory to answer many of the questions the teachers asks the class after a read aloud.)

56-63
She wins $5.00 to buy the Braille machine.
Carl is the key to her victory.
· Hannah was unsure about staying in school. Describe the events that happened to influence her decision.

· Why is everyone helping Hannah?
