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Preview text, activate prior knowledge, and make predictions.
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Evaluate text for elements of historical fiction.
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Retell and/or summarize a selection by identifying the 

main story elements.
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Use context and word analysis cues.
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Identify techniques used by authors to create style.
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Preview story with students using the cover.  Make predictions about the character and setting.  Have students’ skim through first couple chapters to identify the setting and characters.  Discuss the time period and Lily as the main character.
Brainstorm with students the genre of the novel.  Elicit responses in line with Historical Fiction.  How is this like realistic fiction? Discuss other selections they have read that are historical fiction and add titles to the Literature Flower, LA Handbook page 56.  Discuss chap. 1 & 2 using discussion questions.
Discuss purpose setting questions for chapters 3 & 4.  Use HOT SPOTS to find story elements: problem, setting, characters.  Model how to use hot spots using chapter 3 & 4
Discuss hot spots from Day 3.  What were the story elements?  Use story map (made on Inspirations if available) to organize information.  Use selected vocabulary from chunk 4 to model using context to get meaning (use page 57) for shimmering and cicadas.  Use TM  as a way to organize words and meanings.
Use discussion questions to check understanding of Chunk 4 and vocabulary.  Think Aloud: What do authors do to keep the reader’s attention? (use simile on page 79) “waves high as mountains” and “hot as a poker in the balcony.” Identify point of view – Third person narrative – Read top of 73 to bottom 74 discuss the images the author creates.
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Read chapters 1 & 2 – pages 1 – 11.  Make a character trait web for Lily using “Inspirations”  software (if available).  TR0
Read chapters 3 & 4.  Find out who Margaret is and why she is leaving.  What does Margaret do for Lily before she leaves?
Read chapters 5-8.  Hot spot story elements while reading.

Are Lily’s behaviors acceptable or appropriate?

Write a letter detailing what Lily might say to her father since she never said goodbye.
Read chapters 9-11.  Complete TM2  for the following vocabulary: kerosene, trespassing, sputtering, & then two words the student chooses.
Read chapters 12-14.  Record other examples of author’s style using TM3 .

Draw picture of the image you choose.
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Reading of novel and continue additions to character trait chart.

Keep on-going journal of each chunk.
Start new webs as characters are introduced.

Make story map using Inspiration software.
Draw a picture, using KID PIX, of an image created by the author as you see it.
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Check for understanding by retelling/summarizing.
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Share information acquired through reading and listening.
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Expand vocabulary by using knowledge of word parts.
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Identify theme in literary selection.
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Review events so far.  Fill in the story map with new events and revise earlier predictions.  

Use story map to guide students in summarizing.
Have pairs of students share their summaries. 

Listener’s record what they like about the summaries and write a question.  Use TM4  to record responses.
Use vocabulary from chapters 18-20 to discuss word parts and how they add meaning to the word.

(ex.) prefix, suffix, compound word.
Discuss hot spots in chapters 21-24.  Use questions for discussion.  Revisit author’s style – recall point of view, imagery, etc.

Read excerpt from a self-selection and discuss theme.

Discuss theme based on author’s style, the summaries, and discussion questions.
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Complete summary of story events thus far in pairs.

Use Storybook Weaver to summarize and illustrate each story event.

Read chapters 15-17 (complete for homework)
Read chapters 18-20.  Work with a partner on discussion questions for chunk 7. TM5


Read chapters 21-24.  Locate other words with similar parts while reading.

Use Hot Spots.
Read Chapters 25-28.  Discuss with a partner the overall theme of the Novel. How does the book title fit with the theme?
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Reading of novel and continue additions to character trait chart.
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Use Storybook Weaver to Illustrate and summarize story events.
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
