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Read to Perform a Task: Creating a Museum Display Case

The new Mary McLeod Bethune Historical Park and Museum at Bethune-Cookman College in Florida is opening. You will design a display case to show how she has affected our lives and culture.

Your group will need:

· 4 scrolls

· One sheet 18” X 24” construction paper

Directions:

1. Work as a team and decide on 4 items that you think should be included in the showcase.  Remember to think of her accomplishments that have affected the lives of others.

2. As a team, decide who will illustrate each item.  You may draw freehand or use Kid Pix.

3. Write the name of the illustrated item or event on the scroll, describe it, and explain the importance of it and how it affects others.  You may use SWC if you wish.

4. Think of a title for your showcase; be sure it includes Mary McLeod Bethune’s full name.  Write the title across the top of your construction paper.

5. If necessary, cut out the museum case and scroll descriptions.

6. Arrange them on the sheet of construction paper in an attractive manner and glue them down.

7. Put your names in the bottom right corner of your showcase.
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
