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Good authors use descriptive words and phrases when developing a setting so that readers can easily imagine them.  You have recently studied and illustrated a setting described in Toliver’s Secret (pages 110 through 112).  Some of the words and phrases the author uses to describe this setting include “lonely,” “unknown dangers,” “dark,” “silent,” and “behind every tree there seemed to lurk a monster.”  These words and phrases establish the setting as scary and threatening.


	You have also recently remembered a time when you were scared but had to be brave (Journal Entry 2).  Using the information you organized in Journal Entry 2, write a personal narrative about this experience.  


	Before you start to write, think about words that describe where this experience happened.  What made it scary?  Was it dark?  Was it late at night?  Were you alone?  Were you high up in the air or in a car that was travelling too fast?  Think about why that particular time and place contributed to your feeling of being afraid.  


Now write a personal narrative about a time you were afraid but had to be brave. Be sure to use descriptive words and phrases when establishing the setting so a reader could easily imagine it.
