Questions To Be Considered in Discussion Groups and in Journal Writing

Journal: Please choose a different question each day to write about in your journal. You do not have to copy the question. You must, however, use enough of the question in your response that the teacher knows which question you are answering.

Discussion Groups: It is the responsibility of the reader to decide which questions will be discussed by the group. It is important to try to answer each question at least one time during the three days that the discussion groups meet.

· What accounts for the actions of (a character) in this story?

· How does this relate to me?

· How or where can I use this knowledge?

· What idea did you see from a different point of view than your own? How does this compare to your point of view?

· What was the author feeling, seeing and trying to make me feel and see?

· What don’t I understand?

· What have I learned about our lives from this reading?

· What have I learned about our culture from this reading?

· What idea was new to me today?

· How did discussion clarify a point for me today?

· Summarize the important ideas from today’s discussion.

· What can I explain now that I could not explain before today’s discussion?

· What is still unclear to me after today’s discussion?

· Choose one: setting, character, event. What would be the same if it happened today? What would be different if it happened today?
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
