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Activate prior knowledge of story setting.
Speak to inform.

Read to be informed.
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Power point presentation of vocabulary and people from book. Students respond to Who is this? What is this? What might it have to do with our story?
Review discussion groups. (Handbook Resource section pp. 155-6.) 

Generate or review class rules for effective discussion. (Handbook Resource section p. 157)

Practice discussing one question. (Model discussion if this is new to your students.)
Review good listening behavior.  (P.O. 5 p.6) Discuss selected elements for good listening-#’s 4, 7, 9, 10.

Model note-taking for effective listening  (Handbook Resource p.161) by taking notes from a tape recorded selection.
Teacher (or students) demonstrate dominoes falling in line.
