Anne Arundel County Public Schools (AACPS) has taken precautions to ensure that

students access information consistent with the goals of our instructional program. However, on a global network it is

impossible to limit/control access to all materials.

Anne Arundel County Public Schools Ethics of Use Policy

The student is expected to exercise responsible behavior when on the network:

• Using someone else’s network account number is unacceptable.

• Using any network account for non-school related activities is unacceptable.

• Unauthorized copying of licensed software is illegal.

Violations of the above guidelines will result in the student losing his/her network account.
