
Schedule of Daily Events for This Year’s Conference
Day 1~Arrival at Conference/Lobbying
Once you arrive at the classroom, you should pick up your name tag, drop off your bag, pull out your resolution and any other props you have and begin lobbying.  You are expected to mingle with other delegates, exchange copies of resolutions, find countries that align themselves with your ideological needs, and form relationships. You must attempt to get support to get your resolution adopted or find others who are willing to add your ideas into their resolutions.  Today you are expected to find those who are going to be your allies in this debate, but be wary of others who may be talking out of both sides of their mouths, unless of course that describes you.  Use this day to size up your fellow UN members and figure out the best strategy of getting your national goals met.

Day 2~Consensus Building
Today you will be given more time meet with your fellow member states. Today you will be expected to take yesterday’s words and put them into action.  You will formally meet with those nations who pledged their support to you and you will begin the revision process of your resolutions. Do not forget that your nation’s leader is expecting you to accomplish the goal you have set forth for your country.  Today is a day of compromise, but do not give in too easily. By the end of the day you will have a brand new resolution, combining the ideas of the nations that you have allied yourself with.
Day 3 General Assembly
Today we will be formally convening for the first time.  Each diplomat will be given a copy of each of the resolutions that will be up for debate and the agenda for which resolutions will be discussed first. Following a formal roll call, the authors of the first resolution will present to the General Assembly, and an open debate will follow. Rules of Parliamentary Procedure will be followed. Each resolution will either be tabled, or a vote will be taken, a clear majority leads to the adoption of a resolution.
Day 4 Debriefing/Going Home!
On the final day of the conference, all those who participated will have an opportunity to discuss their opinions on the success or failure of the conference during a class discussion. Once all opinions have been given, each delegate may begin their final assessment of the UN, which will be in the form of a report on the effectiveness of the UN.  Then delegates can pack and get ready for the long flight home!

(Note to Secretary General: Depending on the number of resolutions up for debate, the debriefing and trip home could take place during Day 3.)
