3 cups of tomato juice
1 (16 oz.) jar of salsa 
1 (16 oz.) can of kidney beans, 
rinsed and drained
1 (15.5 oz.) can of great north-
ern beans, rinsed and drained
1 (15 oz.) can of butter beans, 
rinsed and drained
1 (15 oz.) can of black beans, 
rinsed and drained
1 (8 oz.) can of tomato sauce
1 (6 oz.) can of tomato paste
1 (4 oz.) can of chopped green 
chilies
1 (1.25 oz.)  package of taco 
seasoning

What to do:
1.	 In a soup kettle or Dutch 

oven (tall, cylinder look-
ing cooking pan) cook beef 
over medium heat until no 
longer pink; drain. Stir in 
the remaining ingredients. 
Bring to a boil. Reduce 
heat; simmer, uncovered, 

What you need:
1 cup mashed bananas
1 cup sour cream
1/4 cup margarine
1 1/3 cups white sugar
2 eggs

What to do:

Standing at 
about 14 to 18 inches, 
the Pudu is the world’s 
smallest deer. Two types 
of species are known, the 
Southern Pudu or Pudu 
puda, which lives from 
the lower Andes of Chile 
to southwest of Argen-
tina, and the Northern 
Pudu or Pudu mephis-
tophiles which can be 

found from the lower An-
des of Ecuador to north-
ern Peru and Columbia. 
However because of log-
ging, overpopulation and 
hunting, both species are 
endangered. 
	 The Pudu deer’s 
life span is about 12-14 
years and at full ma-
turity they only reach 
about 30 pounds. It is a 
strictly herbaceous deer; 
the diet includes   bam-

boo, leaves, bark, twigs, 
buds, blossoms, fruit and 
berries. The Pudu tends 
to live in thick, dense 
underbrush and bamboo 
thickets to avoid their 
predators which include 
pumas, foxes, and do-
mestic dogs. When being 
chased by said predators 
the Pudu will run in zig-
zag lines or even climb 
up trees. Pudus usually

live alone or in pairs, it 
is extremely rare to find 
a Pudu with a group. 
They have scent glands 
on their skin that expels 
a strong-smelling secre-
tion to mark their terri-
tory. 
	 This adorable 
animal is endangered of 
being pushed to extinc-
tion because their habitat 
is being destroyed. Land 
clearing for agriculture 
purposes is not worth 
losing this tiny, tree-
climbing deer. There is 
still much to be learned 
about this animal. Al-
though, because of the 
rate we are pushing them 
out of their homes we 
will never get the chance 
to fully study the world’s 
smallest deer.
