Parents of third, fourth, and fifth grade students should mark their calendars for the 2010 administration of the
Maryland School Assessment in grades three, four, and five. The schedule for testing is as follows:

MSA in Grades 3, 4, & 5 - March 9 & 10 (Reading during a.m.) and March 16 & 17 (Mathematics during a.m.)

The window for make-up testing will be from March 9 - 23 for Reading and March 16 - 23 for Math.

It is very important that all second, third, fourth and fifth grade students be in attendance for each day of the
tests. Please do not schedule any vacations or A.M. appointments during this time.

The assessments will measure student achievement in reading and math. The test will produce student scores and
the results will be returned to parents by the end of the school year.
