Call to Order
Chairman Josh Greene called to order the regular meeting of the SBNCAAC at 7:16pm on March 31, 2009 at Southern High School (Legislative District 33B).

Approval of Minutes
A motion to approve the revised minutes of March 16 was made and approved unanimously. (Commissioner Tedesco abstaining)
Chairman’s Announcements
The commission has received seven applications as of today. All but one is complete, and in general the applicants are very strong and from diverse backgrounds. The next field hearing is scheduled for April 6th, and the chairman would like commissioner input regarding the May deliberation session and whether to reschedule that into the following week since it is currently scheduled for the day following the final public hearing. Pushing back the date would give the commissioners more time for deliberation and voting given that there are seven candidates.

Commissioner Wayson advised that he was unable to attend the meeting.

Old Business

The AG’s letter.

The chair inquired about the progress of the Attorney General opinion on the retention vote issue and whether the commission has jurisdiction over incumbent board members. Counsel advised that the issue appears to be resolved by the previous Attorney General Opinion letter and is in the process of clarifying with Commissioner Kovelant on whether there are novel legal questions to present to the Attorney General’s Office.

Communications Plan

The chairman asked commissioner Anderson if any radio stations can be convinced to do a PSA on the upcoming meetings. Commissioner Anderson advised that she would look into that.

New Business: 
The chairman advised that the commission will be on pace to meet its statutory mandate for vetting candidates, and;

1) – The chairman asked commissioners their opinion on whether it was prudent to have a two day hearing process (currently scheduled for May 6 & 7). He would like commissioners input on moving the deliberation day back a week or so to give time for feedback from the public after the hearing. Commissioners decided it was prudent to keep two days for candidate questioning and public comments. Thus, a third day will need to be scheduled for deliberations. The chairman asked Commissioner Ebersberger to check on the availability of the 13th or 14th of May for the new deliberation date.

2)- The chairman also reminded commissioners to think about whether to have the deliberation sessions closed or open in light of how they proceeded last year.

The chairman congratulated Southern High for earning blue ribbon status.

Commissioner Davenport suggested having flyers or some kind of press announcement sent to area schools announcing the April 21st meeting in District 31. The chair advised she can used any of her own resources to do this, and Commissioner Anderson advised that she would be happy to assist.
