BACKGROUND: More than $95,000 will be awarded to 28 Anne Arundel County Public Schools graduating seniors on April 24 from Scholarships for Scholars Inc. The Anne Arundel County Board of Education founded the Scholarships for Scholars Inc. program, located in Annapolis, in 1983. In 23 years, the Scholarships for Scholars organization have awarded $1,600,000 to graduating seniors.

Scholarships range from $2,000 to $6,000 and will be deposited directly to the university, institution, or college of the student’s choice. The recipients of the scholarships were required to have a GPA between 3.0 and 3.5 depending on the academic scholarship he or she applied to. The student also had to exhibit an involvement in their school and community.

The awards ceremony’s guest speaker will be the Jason Kamras, the 2005 National Teacher of the Year. President Bush named Mr. Kamras as the National Teacher of the Year for his educational work at John Philip Sousa Middle School in Washington, D.C., where he still teaches mathematics.
