BACKGROUND:   A team of eighteen Annapolis High School students will work with National Geographic Society photographers and a photographer from the Baltimore Sun to create an exhibit of photos of downtown Annapolis.  The show will premiere on Sunday, October 23, 2005, at the Maryland Hall Auditorium and will be shown at several sites throughout Annapolis, including at First Night Annapolis on New Year’s Day.  
Annapolis High School photography teacher and general freelance photographer Jennifer Sjolie will work with Kirsten Elstner, Director of the National Geographic Photo Camp, and her team.   The workshop will be based at Maryland Hall for the Creative Arts and students will be transported downtown to shoot photos.  The workshop will run from 10 a.m.- 4 p.m. from October 20-22.

· To create a dynamic learning experience for inner-city and low-income children across the country, using both newspaper and National Geographic photographers and editors as mentors 

· To teach students innovative ways to express themselves through photography, and to provide them with positive role models in the field of photojournalism 

· To expand upon National Geographic’s theme of “exploring the world and all that is in it” to include geography education through photographic ZipUSA assignments like those produced for National Geographic Magazine

· To partner with newspapers, educators, and community organizations in participating cities for the benefit of young people, furthering the scope of National Geographic’s missions and outreach potential
