BACKGROUND:  The AVID program provides middle and high school students who are considered in the academic “middle” with the skills, support, and academic challenges that can prepare them to advance to more rigorous college-preparatory courses.   The conference provides students with an opportunity to broaden their educational experiences and to learn from and motivate each other. Conference participants choose two out of six seminars to attend.  All seminars are student-led.  The keynote speaker for the AVID Student Leadership Conference will be Anne Arundel County Sheriff George F. Johnson IV.

Because of their “individual determination” and hard work, many AVID students have moved from standard-level classes to college preparatory and honors-level classes over the past three years.  The conference gives these students an opportunity to share what they’ve learned with their peers and showcase their talents.  

The seminars include sessions on team building, making difficult choices, college preparation & scholarship opportunities, habits of effective teens, preparing for the SAT, careers and technology, qualities of effective leaders, and creating a personal mission statement.
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
