Major School Bus Delays Expected Today in 

Reaction to Closing of Severn River Bridges

County schools are bracing for major delays in transporting students home this afternoon after learning that a barge has run into the pilings on the Route 50 bridge (Severn River).
Route 50 has just reopened, but there are still traffic back ups.  Annapolis City Police are anticipating the backup to last for at least four hours. 
The school system anticipates the most extreme delays to occur in the Broadneck, Severna Park, Annapolis, and South River attendance areas.

Also, all after school classes that meet from 2:05 p.m. to 3:35 p.m. at the Center of Applied Technology South in Edgewater are cancelled for the following schools: Annapolis High School, Severna Park High School and Broadneck High School. This includes: ninth-grade Fundamentals of Technology, Cosmetology, and Nursing Assistant classes. Classes are cancelled due to transportation problems on Route 50.
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
