BACKGROUND:  Lindale Middle School sixth-grade students will be restoring the native wildlife habitat around school grounds on Tuesday, April 11, 2006 as a part of the school’s Meadow Project. The Meadow Project started three years ago from the support of the Chesapeake Connections Program with an area of 26’x 50’. Last year, the area expanded to 7,000 sq. feet.  This year, the students will increase the meadow by 200 square feet that will hold a rain garden and an outdoor classroom that includes up to eight picnic tables.


The restoration project provides Lindale Middle School students with a meaningful Chesapeake Bay experience that allows them to comprehend their role as stewards of the environment.  Throughout the project, the students have been learning about the watershed model by participating in simulations and attending field trips to the Center of Applied Technology-North where they are learning about the needs of wildlife and plants for the meadow.  The final aspect of this project is the restoration phase, where students will apply what they have learned about the environment by planting native plants in the meadow. 
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
