BACKGROUND: The Old Mill Middle School North Science Club will be participating in the “Space Academy: STEREO Mission” on Friday, April 7, 2006 at The Johns Hopkins University Applied Physics Lab in Laurel, MD. The Solar TErrestrial RElations Observatory or STEREO Mission is a program sponsored by Comcast, Discovery Networks, and Johns Hopkins APL. Three other middle schools from Jessup, Havre de Grace, and Edgewood will also be present to partake in the “STEREO Mission.” The Old Mill Middle School North Science Club is open to all grades and is expected to bring 30 students to the APL.


Some of the nation’s leading space scientists and engineers will be able to provide the first three dimensional images of sun eruptions, or coronal mass ejections, with these STEREO observations. This field trip ties into the school’s eighth-grade science curriculum on Earth Space and Astronomy. A student run press conference, luncheon discussions with NASA space scientists, a tour of the APL facilities, and interaction with experiments and personnel at the APL are just some of the hands-on activities that students from Old Mill Middle North and others will be experiencing.
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
