BACKGROUND: Severna Park High School’s auditorium will be transformed into a Las Vegas-styled stage for the 17th-annual Rock ‘n Roll Revival shows on March 10-18. The shows will include 100 cast members in authentic rock n’ roll era costumes, a boisterous 15-member band, and professional lighting that should entertain the Severna Park community.
     The main focus of Rock ‘n Roll Revival is giving an opportunity to senior cast, crew, and band members to apply for one of two $1,500 scholarships for students who are majoring in music, theatre, dance or technology.

Both scholarships are funded through the ticket sales from the six performances at $10 per ticket. It is very common to have a majority of the shows sold out.

     
All 100 cast members and 15 band members auditioned to be a part of the high-energy performance before Winter Break. During auditions, cast members are critiqued on their ability to dance and how proficient they are in singing songs without vocal accompaniment. Once the students are selected for a position in the cast and band, practices promptly begin after students return from Winter Break (December 23, 2005 through January 2, 2006).


With the Rock ‘n Roll Revival opening fast approaching, the cast, crew, and band have been meeting in the school’s auditorium for a series of practices that last at least three hours. The amount of time and effort exhibited by all students and alumni brings forth an aura of professionalism and the spirit of rock and roll.
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
